Biography of a Number Part II

Last year many of you created a biography of a number.  You did such a great job writing them last year, publishers have asked you to create another biography.  This biography will have similar sections as well as some new sections.  Be creative, have fun and, good luck writers!

Introduction

A biography is the life story of someone.  For this activity you are going to tell the biography of a number.  You must include each special part of the numbers life on the stated page as it will explain below.  You may choose to illustrate your biography as well.

Cover- Write “The Biography of a Number.”  You must also give credit to the author-you.  Finally decorate your cover and make it catchy so someone will want to read it!

Birth

Just like you have a birthday, your number will have one too.  Use the following 9 digits to create your number.  

0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8

Now, your number ____________________ has been born. 
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· Introduce your number and create a birth certificate for it.  Include the day and time it was born.  
· When you where born you were a beautiful little boy or girl.  When your number was born it was born either a lively little odd number or a lovely little even number.  On the birth certificate include if your number is odd or even.  Tell how you know or why.
Different Looks

People like to change their looks sometimes, so does your number.  It especially likes to wear it’s expanded form look, written form look, and standard form look.  
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· Write your number wearing its three favorite forms/looks.  

· Show your number in other forms/looks that it may wear on special occasions such as money, base ten blocks, etc.  

· When we dress-up, we like to take pictures.  Your number does too!  Using the newspaper or magazines try and find a “picture” of your number.  (Hint:  Sometimes people take pictures of just our face or maybe arm.  This happens to your number too.  You may need to find parts of your number and put the pieces together to make the whole!)

Valuable “Person”

Each of us is thought to be valuable (worth something).  Each part of your number is also valuable.  
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· Tell the value of each digit in your number.

· Write the value of the digit in the hundreds place in its value in tens (example: 234 the two is worth two hundreds or twenty tens.)

Family Members

Most of us are lucky to belong to a wonderful family.  Some families are large while others are small.  Most families have things in common and often look similar to each other.  Your number also belongs to a family.  
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· Create a family tree.  Use the same nine digits that you made your number with (page 1) and create five more numbers (These new numbers can contain as few or as many digits as you would like).  Make sure that you make at least two of the numbers larger than your number to represent the parents!  Don’t forget to add your number to the family tree as well. 

· Below your number’s family tree, list your number’s family in order from oldest (greatest) to the youngest (least). 

Who is Bigger?

We often like to play games with our friends and cousins.  Your number likes to play games as well.  
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· Play “Who is Bigger?” against your friends using <,>, and = .  How do you know who is bigger?  What place value did you have to look at?  Did you win?

Riddle

Most people introduce themselves when they meet someone.  Your number also introduces itself, but in a mysterious way.  It speaks in riddles.
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· Write a riddle about your number.  Use place value in your number, values of digits in your number, odd or even digits, and how many commas are in you number as clues.  Be creative!
